A YEAR IN SPACE tells the story of 
this mission and what NASA and the Kelly brothers learned from it.  

BEYOND A YEAR IN SPACE picks up where the �rst �lm left off � Scott Kelly�s last day in space 
and his return to Earth. The �nal installment introduces viewers to the next generation of  
astronauts training to leave Earth�s orbit and to travel into deep space. Following these two
